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Zoombombing

Zoombombing is a new phenomenon in the age of COVID-19. 
It's a malicious attack where people enter live Zoom sessions (whether student 

participants or 3rd parties) to spew racist, misogynistic, or vulgar content. 

Although we have had very few anecdotal stories of  Zoombombing incidents at 
College of Alameda, we also know that we are not immune to them, as well as other 

potential misconduct by meeting participants. 

Following these empowering best practices can help you manage your Zoom 
sessions confidently.
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Recommended Account 
Settings• Meeting Invitations are sent directly to 

participants, not aliases or website postings
• Turn ON the “waiting room” to increase 

privacy
• Turn OFF ability for participants to record 

sessions
• Turn ON and “set a password” for all 

sessions/classes/recordings 
• Turn OFF “private chat”
• Turn ON ability to “mute individual 

participants” and “mute all”
• Turn OFF ability for participants to “save 

chat”
